Alan Duff: `Translation develops
three qualities essential to all language learning: flexibility, accuracy, and clarity. It trains the learner to search (flexibility)
for the most appropriate words (accuracy) to convey what is meant (clarity).` You learn to think from words and structures
to meanings - translation sensitizes you to the nuances of style and meaning better than anything other language learning
activity. By contrasting the meanings of words and syntax, you can move away from literal (whatever that means!) translations
to meaning (whatever that is!). When you think about it, any real interaction with an author or a person speaking involves acts
of translation - the deeper the engagement, the more challenging and fruitful the translation.

The World Englishes framework studies the nativization and acculturation processes of English worldwide. One strand
of research therein is concerned with English language teaching (ELT), which receives ever-growing importance with the
continued spread of English globally. In the first part of the seminar, participants will be made familiar with the framework of
World Englishes and approaches to ELT therein. Additionally, we will discuss what a cultural-conceptual access to ELT is,
how it can be conducted and why it can contribute to a positive teacher and learner experience in the English classrooms.
In the second part of the seminar, we will apply the gathered cultural-conceptual knowledge and analyze ELT textbooks
as used in Germany (or any other country of your choice if the textbooks are available). The goal is to identify potential
shortcomings and provide solutions. For the practical part of the seminar, participants will be required to combine their pre-
existing didactic knowledge with the material covered in the sessions and design their own syllabus as a practical guide for the
future workplace. Students will be required to work in small groups and present their findings on the last day of the seminar.
The details of the group work will be discussed in class, once the final number of participants is determined. We will conclude
the seminar with an evaluation of the research projects and reflection on your learning experience.

The world is in a constant state of repair. This insight offers a particular view of Western modernity, with its history of violence
and exploitation, its emphasis on innovation and progress, its economic system based on consumption and overuse, and its
extractive relationship with the natural environment.

Engaging with activist and artistic practice, and drawing on writings from literary and cultural studies, environmental
humanities, and science and technology studies, our seminar will survey a shift we can observe towards a different paradigm
of thinking and practice focused on repair. At its most basic level, this shift must be distinguished from what David Harvey
has called capitalism's endless 'spatial fixes', which displace the internal contradictions of capitalist modernity to ever new
locations through (colonial) geographical or innovative technological expansion. In their place, the paradigm of repair attends
to the potentially regenerative transformations inherent in processes of re-relating and re-purposing, of care and maintenance.

Kommentar

The modern international literary system is clearly marked, and to some extent impoversihed, by the unquestioned hegemony
of the prose novel, which not only overshadows all other textual forms in the (world-)literary market but also consistently
enjoys pride of place in literary criticism with its long tradition of foregrounding the novel at the expense of alternative
modes and forms. As a result the space of world literature appears as a generic monoculture. Yet regardless of the critical
overemphasis on the novel, a multitude of alternate forms proliferate, engendering an unacknowledged yet vital biodiversity.
One of these alternate forms is the verse novel that has gained increasing popularity over the past two or three decades. As
a ‘literary misfit’ it deviates from and to some extent unsettles the novel-centrist norm but it all the same has to operate within
the literary field as it is: novel-centered. Verse novels therefore are not anti-novels but novels with a difference -- and that
difference makes all the difference.

In our seminar we will read and discuss three of the most influential examples – Derek Walcott’s  Omeros (1990), Bernardine
Evaristo’s  The Emperor’s Babe (2001), and Anne Carson’s  Autobiography of Red (1998). In concert, these texts will not
only take us across a wide range of settings from the postcolonial Caribbean (Walcott) via the Roman colony of Britannia
(Evaristo) to Canada and the High Andes (Carson), but also give us a taste of the amazing formal diversity and volatility of the
contemporary verse novel.

Moreover, students will in small groups prepare a poster presentation on one additional verse novel that they may choose
freely or from a list of suggested texts. The last two meetings of the semester will be reserved for poster presentations.

This seminar explores how AI is transforming English Language Education. We will critically discuss and explore how AI-
based technology can effectively enhance L2 learning and teaching. The focus will not only be on (1) how AI can assist L2
teachers with, e.g. lesson planning, material development, diagnostics and assessment, but mainly on (2) how L2 learners can
benefit from AI-based activities and how AI-based tools and methods can be applied in the English language classroom. The
goal is to enable students to critically analyse the quality of AI-based tools for L2 learning and teaching as well as the value
of human interaction in the L2 classroom.

The World Englishes framework studies the nativization and acculturation processes of English worldwide. One strand
of research therein is concerned with English language teaching (ELT), which receives ever-growing importance with the
continued spread of English globally. In the first part of the seminar, participants will be made familiar with the framework of
World Englishes and approaches to ELT therein. Additionally, we will discuss what a cultural-conceptual access to ELT is,
how it can be conducted and why it can contribute to a positive teacher and learner experience in the English classrooms.

The world is in a constant state of repair. This insight offers a particular view of Western modernity, with its history of violence
and exploitation, its emphasis on innovation and progress, its economic system based on consumption and overuse, and its
extractive relationship with the natural environment.

Engaging with activist and artistic practice, and drawing on writings from literary and cultural studies, environmental
humanities, and science and technology studies, our seminar will survey a shift we can observe towards a different paradigm
of thinking and practice focused on repair. At its most basic level, this shift must be distinguished from what David Harvey
has called capitalism's endless 'spatial fixes', which displace the internal contradictions of capitalist modernity to ever new
locations through (colonial) geographical or innovative technological expansion. In their place, the paradigm of repair attends
to the potentially regenerative transformations inherent in processes of re-relating and re-purposing, of care and maintenance.

Kommentar

The modern international literary system is clearly marked, and to some extent impoversihed, by the unquestioned hegemony
of the prose novel, which not only overshadows all other textual forms in the (world-)literary market but also consistently
enjoys pride of place in literary criticism with its long tradition of foregrounding the novel at the expense of alternative
modes and forms. As a result the space of world literature appears as a generic monoculture. Yet regardless of the critical
overemphasis on the novel, a multitude of alternate forms proliferate, engendering an unacknowledged yet vital biodiversity.
One of these alternate forms is the verse novel that has gained increasing popularity over the past two or three decades. As
a ‘literary misfit’ it deviates from and to some extent unsettles the novel-centrist norm but it all the same has to operate within
the literary field as it is: novel-centered. Verse novels therefore are not anti-novels but novels with a difference -- and that
difference makes all the difference.

In our seminar we will read and discuss three of the most influential examples – Derek Walcott’s  Omeros (1990), Bernardine
Evaristo’s  The Emperor’s Babe (2001), and Anne Carson’s  Autobiography of Red (1998). In concert, these texts will not
only take us across a wide range of settings from the postcolonial Caribbean (Walcott) via the Roman colony of Britannia
(Evaristo) to Canada and the High Andes (Carson), but also give us a taste of the amazing formal diversity and volatility of the
contemporary verse novel.

Moreover, students will in small groups prepare a poster presentation on one additional verse novel that they may choose
freely or from a list of suggested texts. The last two meetings of the semester will be reserved for poster presentations.
